The Saturday banquet 

featured an informative yet humorous presentation by Peter Boyce, Hunt’s Senior Designer, on 

the historic development of the Hunt Deep-V. 

For many, this was an opportunity to share experiences with other Hunt owners of these 

remarkable boats and to inspect the latest Hunt models, including the Harrier 25 and Surfhunter 

33.  Additionally, the very latest Harrier 36, launched just days earlier, proved her blazing speeds 

and showed off her aggressive styling. Parading single-file in an assembled fleet down 

Narragansett Bay, few other boats could keep up.
